1. The sum of $85 000 is hereby appropriated from the Land Development Reserve fund 
to finance the demolition of the 1st A venue power house, the related construction of a 
new storage structure at the new public works yard, and to conduct the necessary 
environmental study. 

2. Should any of the amount remain unexpended after the expenditures hereby 
authorized have been made, any unexpended balance shall be returned to the credit of 
the said Reserve fund.
