BYLAW NO. 7649 

A Bylaw of the City of Prince George to provide for exemption from taxation of land. 
improvements or both of certain real property under Section 197 of the Community 
Charter. SBC. Chapter 26. 

WHEREAS Section 224 {2) {j) of the Community Charter, provides for the exemption from 
taxation of certain real property; 

AND WHEREAS under Section 224 (1) of the Community Charter, a Council may, by 
bylaw, exempt land or improvements, or both, from taxation under section 197 (1 )(a), to 
the extent, for the period and subject to the conditions provided in the bylaw; 

AND WHEREAS the properties described in Section 1 of this bylaw is an institution 
licensed under the Community Care and Assisted Living Act; 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the City of Prince George, in open meeting assembled, 
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. That pursuant to Section 224 (2) (j) of the Community Charter, the following 
described lands, together with any improvements thereon, are exempt from 
taxation, to the extent indicated, under Section 197 for the year 2005:
