WHEREAS there is an unappropriated balance in the Land Development Reserve Fund established by "Land Development 
Reserve Bylaw No. 5267, 1989" of $10 854 000.

Add: Land Sale Proceeds 13 404 000 

Less: Bylaw 7872 -Transfer to Capital Exp Reserve Fund 2 550 000 

Balance in the Reserve Fund $10 854 000 

AND WHEREAS it is deemed desirable to expend a portion of the monies set aside under said Bylaw No. 5267 for capital 
projects as per the year 2006 capital budget approved by Council. 

NOW TIIEREFORE the Council of the City of Prince George in open meeting assembled,ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:
