A Bylaw of the City of Prince George authorizing the expenditure of monies from 
the Southwest Sector Recreation Facility Reserve Fund for capital projects as per 
the year 2008 capital budget approved by Council. 

WHEREAS there is an unappropriated balance in the Southwest Sector Recreation
