A Bylaw to enact the 2021 to 2025 Operating and Capital Financial Plans for the City of Prince
George.

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 165 of the Community Charter, a five year operating and
capital financial plan must be adopted by bylaw for the years 2021 to 2025;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the City of Prince George, in open meeting assembled,
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Schedule 1, attached to and forming part of this Bylaw, sets out the objectives and policies
of the municipality with respect to funding sources, distribution of property value taxes
and the use of permissive tax exemptions.

2. Schedules 2 and 3, attached to and forming part of this Bylaw, set out the proposed
expenditures, funding sources and the transfers to or between funds.

3. That the Mayor and Corporate Officer are hereby empowered to do all things necessary to
give effect to this Bylaw.

4. This Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as "City of Prince George 5 - Year Operating and
Capital Financial Plans Bylaw No. 9200, 2021".
